

Which study ……...

Found criminals have 52 thinking errors.

Disrupted families 
Had lots of subject attrition

Says that criminal behaviour is learned

Used participants who had pleaded NGRI

Used hypothetical dilemmas

Found that violent offenders have the highest level of external attribution

Found that sex offenders have higher levels of remorse

Found males commit more crime than females

Found poor parental monitoring and truancy were important risk factors 
Used to cross validate findings of an English study

Has a control group which is not matched

Was longitudinal

Used Freudian interviews

Differential associations are important in turning to crime

Was conducted in Peterborough

Used 255 participants

Only used males

Participants from East London

Showed a convicted parent was an important risk factor

Found offenders have less mature moral reasoning

Found that there are 3 types of offender

Investigated what criminal thinking patterns are

Checked the criminal records office

Compared morality in delinquents and non delinquents

Found that criminals are restless dissatisfied and irritable.

Looked at attributions of blame made by criminals and non criminals

Had persisters and desisters? 
Conducted in Birmingham

Has no control group

Had risk factors?

Cross sectional sample

411 participants

Sample containing sex offenders rapists and paedophiles

Had little subject attrition

Used the Blame Attribution inventory

Found criminals are habitually angry as a way of life.

Is a quasi experiment 
Had a checklist to make sure the delinquents were more delinquent

Conducted in a mental hospital

Found males have less mature moral reasoning than females

Conducted in Northern Ireland

2000 year 10 students

Found social disadvantage was not a strong predictor of criminal behaviour by itself
